2. Plan your parish discernment meeting in advance a¢he Pre Convention Please announce this up-coming event
in time for youth leaders in your parish to consvith parents. We encourage you to use the entlpszcess as prayerfully
as possible and to let the Holy Spirit enlightenrybearts and your minds as you discern this ocalketvice.

6. Candidates for MDCCY should be prepared to preseRte Convention his/her reasons for seeking tetefor
service on MDCCY. Candidates for CYCC should bepgred to be interviewed at Pre Convention asdio th
reasons for seeking selection for service on CYCC.

7. The length and terms of commitment (always sulifetite discretion of the Diocesan Director):

a. Youth will serve a one-year commitment.

b. After praying with family, if the youth feels catleéo serve another year, they must go through rikiese
discernment process with their parish and the redidiscernment again.

c. MDCCY and CYCC members are expected to attend editings unless excused by the Diocesan Director.
Requests for absences must be put in writing by#nents of the youth.

d. Transportation is to be arranged with the MDCCY @YCC adults. Diocesan insurance guidelines state
youth under 21 may drive to or from diocesan events

General Discernment Process for Parish Representats

This model is suggested for prayerful discernmefinmany types of ministry ie... MDCCY, CYCC, CLI/AGICYM facilitator, etc
PRAYERFUL SETTING All High School youth and interested adults ofigparish involved in Youth Ministry should be
invited and encouraged to participate in this priaygrocess. Choose a setting that lends itsglir&yer, perhaps a chapel or
the church sanctuary itself. The place shoulddrkahed, and on the altar or table, should be gryebowl, pencils, small
slips of paper, a Bible, and a lit candle. Havarge piece of paper and a marker nearby. Youthaaiults are encouraged to
find their own personal space around this centrat ehere they can experience silence and solitude.
NOTE: ASK OTHER SPIRITUAL GROUPS IN THE PARISH TO PRAY FR THE SUCCESS OF THE
DISCERNMENT SELECTION PROCESS.

Step 1 Led by a youth minister, he/she should help #higipants realize that this is not a popularityiest, but a time to
prayerfully encourage youth to seek service andnasibment to the MDCCY/CYCC. Begin by reading 1 Titmp 4:12-16.
The leader then elaborates specifically on versentRits content. Give participants a few minutesilence to reflect on the
leader’s words and the reading’s message, seititebioly Spirit.

Step 2 Following a few minutes of silent reflection, encage participants to enteffane of Affirmation . Participants are
invited to publicly recognize specific moments wteeparticular youth was an example to them. (Kieapind the scripture
passage of 1 Timothy 4:12.) Allow 10 - 15 minuf@sthis. You may want to allow youth and adutigyb to individual and
quietly affirm them fir their gifts if public recagtion is too uncomfortable. Play soft music ie thackground as this takes
place.

Step 3 Play an appropriate song for meditation.

Step 4 Invite the youth and adults to approach the altahurriedly, to write the names of any youth ¢eparate discernment
slips) who they feel struggle...dare...try...to be ofvém to others and should be encouraged to serWACY/CYCC.
(Allow 2 or 3 at a time to approach the altar). afgthis should be done in silence. (You will havist of names from these
slips of paper when you are done.)

Step 5 The Youth Minister reviews the list with the eatgroup present. Each youth listed may chooge tarther involved
in discernment by sharing their reasons/hopeskefir making a commitment to Diocesan Youth Migishrough service
on the MDCCY/CYCC. Any youth not choosing to coni simply indicates this verbally to the groupctEperson
remaining will be allowed to speak for 2 minuteggsither a prepared speech or “off the cuff’@svhy they feel called by
God to serve.

Step 6 Everyone receives pieces of paper on which tdipuhames of the people whom they believe to béélséchoice for
service. They must pray and then write the nanteeperson whom they believe to be the best cHoicihe service
commitment. Youth ministers should stress theofeihg:

« gifts and talents needed

 the immense commitment, time and resources

* criteria for selection

Ask those who casting discernment slips pray astdrito what it is they believe God is telling theWwhen complete these
papers are placed in the bowl/basket on the altar.

Step 7 After everyone has approached the altar, thehyounister, along with 2 others, takes the bowlkeaso a nearby
room to assess the results. These results anerileéel by a majority count. Re-balloting of th@ iwandidates should take
place if any results are very close (one or two Ipers apart) to be certain there is a clear discenhm

Step 8 Once the discerned are announced, have all ttieipants gather around an offer a prayer of supigosend the
people forth from the parish with a blessing.

Step 9 Give the candidate/s the appropriate paperwotaie filled out by the parish priest, youth mieisitandidate and
parents. Be sure to help the candidate/s subgiit plaperwork on time to the Regional Diocesan @waitor or appropriate
source. Deadlines will appear at the bottom opaflerwork. No candidates can go forward withbatappropriate
paperwork presented before Pre Convention.
